Finally, please be advised that your child may not return to school until:

· They have been fever free for 24 hours without the use of medication
· They have not vomited in the past 24 hours

· They have been diarrhea free for 24 hours

· If diagnosed with strep throat, they must be on an antibiotic for 24 hours

· They are not experiencing chills or sore throat
